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Confirmation

Dear Parent,
I invite you to consider whether your child in year six might like to be confirmed in the spring term. The confirmation service has been arranged for Sunday 9th March 2025 10.30am at Holy Trinity with Bishop Jill Duff. Preparation sessions for the young people will take place on Wednesdays after school in the church, starting Wednesday 22nd January.
What is Confirmation?
Confirmation enables young people to make their own commitment to the Christian faith, “with your own mouth and from your own heart” (to quote from the service). Within the service the Bishop will pray for the gift of the Holy Spirit, laying hands on each of the candidates. 
Many of our young people were baptised as babies, with the decision at that time being made on their behalf by their parents and godparents. Through confirmation our young people can ‘confirm’ their own faith now that they are old enough to consider it for themselves. 
What are the Preparation Sessions for?
Through the weekly sessions your child will be given the opportunity to explore some of the big questions in a way that is relaxed and fun alongside others their age. The preparation dates and various topics are shown on the reverse. If your child would like to be confirmed, but the timing of the Wednesday preparation sessions is going to be a problem, then get in touch with me and we’ll see what alternatives we can come up with.
Whose decision is this?
It is important that the decision to get confirmed is made by the young person themselves. Talk to your child about whether this is something they would like to do. Any who have not already been baptised can join in; they would be baptised as well as confirmed by the Bishop within the same service. 
We can also confirm any adults who now wish to affirm their Christian faith in their adult years – it is never too late! We sometimes have mums and dads confirmed alongside their children.
