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	Intent, implementation and Impact
Intent 
At Slyne-with-Hest Primary School, we believe that through art, craft and design we want to engage, inspire and challenge pupils by introducing them to a broad range of techniques, materials and artists, craftspeople and designers. We want to equip them with the knowledge and skills to experiment, explore, take risks, invent and create. It will enable them to authentic and explore their own identity as well as being curious about respecting and connecting with others. Most importantly, we want them to foster a positive, life-long relationship with the subject and have fun.

Implementation
At Slyne-with-Hest Primary School we teach Art through a skills based curriculum. 
During their time in EYFS, children are taught to:
· Safely use & explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
· Share their creations, explaining the process they have used.
Throughout each topic covered in EYFS there is plenty of topic-related artwork, where the children are helped to develop the ELGs above
We follow the Access Art curriculum from Year 1 to Year 6 which gives teachers in each year group a pathway to follow relating to each of the following three areas:-
· Drawing and sketchbooks
· Surface and Colour
· Working in Three Dimensions.
Teachers use a range of art works and ideas to inspire pupils and they are encouraged to develop and adapt ideas as they progress through a unit of work. Use of Art journals is encouraged in Key Stage 1 and compulsory in Key Stage 2 to enable children to explore, develop and improve ideas, techniques and skills with a range of media. 
Skills are built upon each year so that progression can be seen  across the school. All children are exposed to a range of media each year giving them the opportunity to explore, develop and embed their skills and understanding of that media, from our youngest children in Early Years to our eldest in Year 6. During each lesson progress will be assessed in a range of ways. The children will be aware of the skills they are developing and will be able to look back on what they achieved before. Through, self and peer evaluation the children will discuss what they have done well and what they will need to continue to practise and develop in order to continue to improve their skills in that particular area. The teacher will also make suggestions and refer back to previous modelling to support the children. It is also incredibly important however, that our children feel empowered in art and able to take risks

Impact
At the end of each year the children will have been exposed to a wide variety of different media, giving them the opportunity to use it in a different way or for a different purpose and develop a range of skills. This will build upon their prior knowledge of what they can do when using this media. Our lessons are accessible for all of our pupils and they are proud of what they have achieved. They will be able to look back at their earliest work in their sketch books and see the progress they have made when working towards their final piece of art work. 
As they move up through the school the children will begin to develop their own preferences of media and styles as they will have been exposed to them frequently throughout their time in school. They will also be able to speak about artists and their work. 
Our approach of being open and accepting of our experimentation and ‘mistakes’ will not only help to develop our children’s creativity within Art but will extend to other areas of their lives. There are many key life skills that will be developed through our attitude and teaching of Art which will support our children as they move through the school, such as respecting others and their work, or carrying on after something goes wrong or when things do not turn out how we planned. This resilience is a key skill which our children will need throughout their lives. 


Purpose and Aims
Key stage 1 Pupils should be taught: 
· to use a range of materials creatively to design and make products 
· to use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination 
· to develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space 
· about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making links to their own work. 
Key stage 2 Pupils should be taught to develop their techniques, including their control and their use of materials, with creativity, experimentation and an increasing awareness of different kinds of art, craft and design. 
Pupils should be taught:  
· to create sketch books to record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas 
· to improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials [for example, pencil, charcoal, paint, clay] 
· about great artists, architects and designers in history.


	Planning and Organisation of Teaching
All classes across Key Stages 1 and 2 are taught following the Access Art Primary Art Curriculum. Each class will complete 3 units per year (alternating half termly with Design technology). These units follow a pathway which gives teachers the freedom to adapt and develop ideas as the unit progresses.  Each year group completes a unit from each of the following areas of focus:-
· Drawing and Sketchbooks
· Surface and Colour
· Working in three dimensions
Children are given opportunities to work with a range of media throughout each unit.
Children are introduced to the use of sketch books/ Art journals from Year 1 to explore and develop ideas independently. They are encouraged to take risks and be prepared to make mistakes. They are also encouraged to develop visual notes to include exploration of media and techniques  as well as annotating their own work and work of artists. The use of sketch books is compulsory from Year 3.

	Assessment
Art is a practical and work is not marked. It is important that children are able to experiment freely with media and ideas.
Assessment will be ongoing throughout lessons through questioning and discussion. There will be opportunities for peer and self assessment. 
End of unit recording sheets are used to record progress in each unit of work. This shows attainment below at and above that expected in the unit of work.
The end of year report contains a summary of whether a child is on track across all areas of Art.

	Role of the Subject Leader
The subject leader will: 
· Ensure that the subject is regularly discussed, reviewed and monitored within the school.  
· Monitor standards of work and quality of teaching 
· Promote good subject practice throughout the school. 
· Set a good example of subject practice. 
· Support long term planning for the whole school. 
· Provide support and guidance to colleagues on teaching the units of work 
· Attend courses for CPD and report back to staff 
· Ensure she is informed about current developments in the subject· 
· Provide a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the school  
· Organise resources to support the school Art policy  
· Co-ordinate purchasing, organisation and distribution of resources  


	Meeting the needs of all Pupils (AGT and SEN)
Meeting the needs of all Pupils.
Art is planned to provide a broad and balanced education to all children. Teachers provide varied learning opportunities and opportunities to use a range of techniques and media matched to the needs of all children. 
Teachers include all children by: 
· Ensuring tasks are matched to the needs and ability of the children. 
Making sure that when possible TAs are able to support where needed.

	Spirituality
Spirituality is delighting in all things, being absorbed into the present moment, not too attached to self, and eager to explore boundaries of ‘beyond’ and ‘other’, searching for meaning, discovering purpose, open to more. (Rebecca Nye) 
 
This comes through helping the children to recognise the beauty and diversity of our world, capturing opportunities for awe and wonder as they arise. Geography offers pupils opportunities to develop their own spirituality, encouraging curiosity and appreciating the connections in the world around.
A geographical awareness helps children understand their place in the world and how other people fit into it. It also provides opportunities for children to learn about sites of wonder, or physical features that they might wish to visit in the future.


	Equality and Diversity
The Access Art pathways  recognise that we live in a multi-cultural world and seeks to reflect that in the Artists we look at from around the world.. Units include art from different genres, cultures and communities.
When choosing the work of artists, we seek to include art from different ages, by people of different genders and backgrounds and art that has been inspired by different traditions.


	Resources
We have a selection of art resources in the staffroom cupboard, infant resource area and Year 2 classroom. All classes have some resources in their own room. Staff discuss with subject leader any resources they may need for upcoming units.
