	English

	This half term in English we will be basing our English work on our Space topic. We will start by reading a short story about an Alien Landing and use this as a basis for our own story writing. We will then follow this with some poetry using the moon as our inspiration. Our class novel this half term will be ‘Cosmic’ by Frank Cottrel-Boyce. We will focus on word classes during our SPAG sessions and develop our reading skills through focused comprehension sessions. 

	Maths

	This half term in maths we will be developing our mental and written strategies for addition and subtraction including problem solving. We will be recapping our understanding of place value including looking at place value involving decimals. We will be looking at problems involving angles and perimeter. Our weekly arithmetic work will involve problems on all 4 rules of arithmetic, fractions, percentage and decimals.  

	Science

	Science will be linked to our topic of Space.  We will consider the movement and position of our planet Earth in relation to the sun, moon and other planets in our solar system.  We will think about how and why night and day happen and link this to a study of our shadows, as well as observing the moon and its different phases over the course of the half term.

	Theme (History / Geography/ Art and DT / Music)
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	Our topic this half term is space. Our focus during Theme will be the history of space travel with a particular focus on the space race. We will look at the first people to go into space and how space travel has developed and changed over time. In Art, we will be exploring how we can create typography through drawing and design, and use our skills to create personal and highly visual maps. Our Music work will also link to the class ‘Space’ theme – we will be listening to extracts from ‘The planet suite’ and using themes and motifs for our own compositions. We will learn some ‘space’ songs – working hard to reflect pitch, dynamics and duration accurately.

	R.E. 
	We will begin the year by looking at the Bible.  We will consider and compare some of the different versions of the holy book which can be found, as well as reflecting on why Christians read the Bible.  The children will look in more depth at how the Bible content is arranged into books and learn more about these, as well as thinking about some of the key messages we can take from the Bible overall to help us in our daily lives.
