	English

	This half term in English we will be basing our English work on the novel ‘The Explorer’ by Katherine Rundell. We will write and perform a radio broadcast about tribes in the rainforest and we will look at persuasive writing linked to deforestation. We will focus on punctuation and parenthesis during our SPAG sessions and develop our reading skills through focused comprehension sessions. 

	Maths

	This half term we will be continuing to develop our arithmetic, focusing on calculations involving the four operations (+, -, x, ÷), fractions and decimals. We will look at the place value of six digit numbers with up to three decimal places.
We will also be developing our understanding of measures (length, mass and capacity). We be looking at reflections and translations of shapes.

	Science
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	We will be continuing our ‘Materials’ theme. This will begin by looking in more depth at dissolving and methods of separating solids and liquids.  We shall move on to exploring reversible and irreversible changes.  We will develop our practical and recording skills and make careful observations as well as using our understanding of what makes a fair test. 

	Theme (History / Geography/ Art and DT / Music)
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	Our topic this half term is a geography focus on the Amazon Rainforest. We will be learning about the location, climate and life in the rainforest. We will also look at the environmental impact of deforestation. In Art we will be completing a unit on Fashion design. In Music we will be preparing for the KS2 Music Festival, which will be taking place in March along with exploring texture in music with a link to the rainforest theme.

	R.E. 
	This half term our focus is on Jesus as a great teacher.  We will study the parables Jesus told, identifying the key messages and themes behind them. We will reflect on our own lives, both in and out of school, and how we can live out these important teachings through our own Christian values.
