	English
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	In English, we will be reading and studying The Iron Man. This is always a popular story with the children as it allows them to explore sci-fi characters and events. We will begin by using lots of different reading skills and writing in role. The children will create a new character for their own version of the story based on the first two chapters. We will be continuing to look at a range of conjunctions and how to use and punctuate direct speech in our own narrative writing.  


	Maths

	In Maths, we will start by looking at 2D shapes and looking at angles within shapes. We will be hunting for right angles and deciding if an angle is bigger or smaller than a right angle. We will also be introducing new vocabulary linked to shapes; parallel and perpendicular lines. Following our work on shape, we will recap our written methods for addition and subtraction before using our skills when analysing and recording data. 


	Science
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	During the Spring term we will be learning about rocks and soils. We will begin by discussing what a rock is and what they can be used for. We will learn about the different types of rock and test and compare them. We will also look at fossils, exploring how they are formed and what they can tell us about the past. We will then move onto soil to find out what it is made from.


	Theme (History / Geography/ Art and DT)
