	English

	In phonics we will work on the next phase – no new sounds to learn, but reinforcement of what we have already covered, as well as learning to read consonant clusters. 
The children will be expected to become more fluent readers, with less ‘sounding out’ now and more reading of whole words and sentences.
They will be expected to write increasingly long phrases and sentences for themselves, sometimes using full stops and capital letters.

	Maths
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	In Maths we aim to deepen the children’s understanding of the work we have carried out during this year. The children will be expected to know some number pairs within 10 including halves & doubles.
We will re-visit adding, taking away and sharing, as well as working on patterns and spatial understanding including enjoying working with simple maps.

	Topics
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	This half term our topic is ‘All About Books’. 
We will have fun with books about maps, Monsters, ‘Harry’s Home’, ‘Dear Zoo’, ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar’ with books about Teddy Bears to finish off.
